Saturday: Meet at CHPC and depart for Tellico Plains by 8:00 AM. Arrive at Bald River Wilderness Trailhead (at
Bald River Falls, River Road, Tellico Plains, TN 37385 at approximately 11:30 PM. Eat a sack lunch and hike
the moderate 4.4-mile Bald River Wilderness Trail (out and back) along the Bald River.
Adventure (140 Lost Sea Road, Sweetwater, TN 37874 by 4:00 PM (1 hr. drive). Stop in Tellico Plains or
Madisonville for a fast-food dinner. Change into old clothes and check in at the Lost Sea Adventure by 6:00 PM.
The tour begins at 6:30 PM and includes the Wild Cave Tour, Spelunking (dark narrow passages), and a boat
ride. Bumped heads and muddy faces are inevitable. A toilet is available but no drinking or washing water is
available in the cave so bring plenty of water. The group will leave the cave at approximately 8:00 AM on Sunday
and change into clean Class A’s for the ride home.
